1. The __DeKalb County School District  will take the following actions to involve parents in 

the joint development of its districtwide parental involvement plan under section 1112 of the 

ESEA:

4. The __DeKalb County School District  will coordinate and integrate parental involvement 

strategies in Part A with parental involvement strategies under the following programs:  Pre-

K (Bright from the Start); Homeless, Neglected, and Delinquent; and other district programs 

by:   

 

 A. Designated staff to support Parental Involvement strategies.  

 
 

5. The __DeKalb County School District  will take the following actions to conduct, with the 

involvement of parents, an annual evaluation of the content and effectiveness of this parental 
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involvement policy in improving the quality of its Title I, Part A schools.  The evaluation 

will include identifying barriers to greater participation by parents in parental involvement 

activities (with particular attention to parents who are economically disadvantaged, are 

disabled, have limited English proficiency, have limited literacy, or are of any racial or ethnic 

minority background).  The school district will use the findings of the evaluation about its 

parental involvement policy and activities to design strategies for more effective parental 

involvement, and to revise, if necessary (and with the involvement of parents) its parental 

involvement policies.

3. Title I Parental Involvement Policy Meetings (Quarterly) 

 

B.  The school district will, with the assistance of its schools, provide materials and 

training to help parents work with their children to improve their children’s academic 

achievement, such as literacy training, and using technology, as appropriate, to foster 

parental involvement, by:   

      

  1. Offering parent trainings on instructional resources and tools.  
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C.  The school district will, with the assistance of its schools and parents, educate its 

teachers, pupil services personnel, principals and other staff, in how to reach out to, 

communicate with, and work with parents as equal partners, in the value and utility of 

contributions of parents, and in how to implement and coordinate parent programs 

and build ties between parents and schools, by:   

 

1. Monthly Meetings for Principals and/or Designated Staff 

2. Professional Learning for Title I funded staff  

3. Title I Summer Leadership Principals’ Summit 

 

D.  The school district will, to the extent feasible and appropriate, coordinate and 

integrate parental involvement programs and activities with Head Start, Even Start, 

Home Instruction Programs for Preschool Youngsters, the Parents as Teachers 

Program, and public preschool and other programs, and conduct other activities, such 

as parent resource centers, that encourage and support parents in more fully 

participating in the education of their children, by: 

 

1. Providing parents access to Parent Centers 
 

E.  The school district will take the following actions to ensure that information related to
